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Notes to the consolidated financial statements

1 Incorporation and activities

Kuwaiti Indian Holding Company (“the Parent Company™) was incorporated as a Kuwaiti Closed Shareholding
company on 22 February 2006 and the first incorporation General Assembly of the Parent Company was held
on 28 March 2006. The Parent Company is a subsidiary of Noor Financial Investment Company — KPSC (“the
Intermediate Parent Company”) which in turn is a subsidiary of National Industries Group Holding — KPSC
(“the Ultimate Parent Company™). The principal objectives of the Parent Company are as follows:

- Owning stocks and shares in KKuwaiti or non-Kuwaiti shareholding companies and shares in Kuwaiti or
non-Kuwaiti limited liability companies and participating in the establishment of, lending to and managing
of these companies and acting as a guarantor for these companies.

Lending money to companies in which it owns 20% or more of the capital of the borrowing company, in
addition to acting as a guarantor on behalf of these companies.

- Owning industrial intangible assets such as patents, industrial trademarks, royalties, or any other related
rights, and franchising them to other companies or using them within or outside the State of Kuwait.

- Owning moveable property to conduct its operations within the limits stipulated by law.

- Employing excess funds available with the Parent Company by investing them in investment pottfolios
managed by specialised companies.

The Parent Company can perform all the activities mentioned above in or outside the State of Kuwait, either
directly or through an agent. The Parent Company has the right to participate and subscribe in any way, with
other firms which operate in the same field or those which would assist in achieving its objectives in or outside
Kuwait. Further, the Parent Company can establish, fund, purchase or acquire majority interests in companies
performing similar activities.

The Parent Company shall adhere to conduct all of its activities to Islamic Sharia instructdons and provisions,
the foregoing objectives may not have interpreted in any event to allow the Parent Company directly or
indirectly to conduct any riba activities either in the form of interest or in any specific form relating to the
Parent Company’s dealing in financing, bonds, and financial securities.

The address of the Parent Company’s registered office is Noor Financial Investment Company Complex,
Building 2, Block — 13, Basement Office No. 4, Qibla, Kuwait (PO Box 3311, Safat 13034, State of Kuwait).

The board of directors of the Parent Company approved these consolidated financial statements for issuance
on 25 March 2021. The General Assembly of the Parent Company’s sharcholders has the power to amend
these consolidated financial statements aftet issuance.

2 Basis of preparation
The consolidated financial statements of the Group are prepared under historical cost convention modified to
include the measurement at fair value of investments at fair value through profit or loss financial assets.

The consolidated financial statements have been presented in Iuwaiti Dinars (“IKD”).

The Group has elected to present the “statement of consolidated profit or loss and other comprehensive
income” in a single statement.
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3 Statement of compliance

These consolidated financial statements have been prepated in accordance with the International Financial
Reporting Standards (“IFRS”) promulgated by the International Accounting Standards Board (“IASB”), and
Interpretations issued by the International Financial Reporting Interpretations Committee (“IFRIC”) of the
IASB.

4 Changes to accounting policies

New and amended standards adopted by the Group

A number of new and revised standards are effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2020
which have been adopted by the Group. Information on these new standards is presented below:

Several other amendments and interpretations apply for the first time in 2020, but do not have a matetial impact
on the consolidated financial statements of the Group.

IFRS 3 — Amendments
The Amendments to IFRS 3 Business Combinations are changes to Appendix A Defined terms, the application
guidance, and the illustrative examples of IFRS 3 only with respect to definition of business. The amendments:

* clarify that to be considered a business, an acquired set of activities and assets must include, at a minimum,
an input and a substantive process that together significantly contribute to the ability to create outputs;

* narrow the definitions of a business and of outputs by focusing on goods and setvices provided to
customers and by removing the reference to an ability to reduce costs;

* add guidance and illustrative examples to help entities assess whether a substantive process has been
acquired;

* remove the assessment of whether market participants are capable of replacing any missing inputs or
processes and continuing to produce outputs; and

* add an optional concentration test that permits a simplified assessment of whether an acquired set of

activities and assets is not a business

The application of the amendments did not have a significant impact on the Group’s consolidated financial
statements.

IAS 1 and IAS 8 — Amendments

The amendments to IAS 1 and IAS 8 clarify the definition of ‘material’ and align the definition used in the
Conceptual Framework and the standards. The threshold for materiality influencing users has been changed
from ‘could influence’ to ‘could reasonably be expected to influence’,

The application of the amendments did not have a significant impact on the Group’s consolidated financial
statements.

IFRS 16 ~ Amendments- COVID19 Rent Related Concessions

IFRS 16 contains specific requirements when accounting for changes to lease payments and rent concessions
are in the scope of these requirements. Lessees ate required to assess whether rent concessions are lease
modifications, and if they ate, there is specific accounting to be applied.

4.1 New and amended standards adopted by the Group (continued)

IFRS 16 — Amendments- COVID19 Rent Related Concessions (continued)
However, applying these requirements to potentally a significant number of leases could be difficult,
particularly from a practical perspective due to pressures resulting from the pandemic.

The practical expedient allows lessees to elect to not carry out an assessment to decide whether a COVID-19-
related rent concession received is a lease modification. The lessee is permitted to account for the rent
concession as if the change is not a lease modification,

The practical expedient is only applicable to rent concessions provided as a direct result of the COVID-19
pandemic. The relief is only for lessces that are granted these rent concessions. There are no changes for lessors.

All of the following conditions need to be met:

¢ The rent concession provides relief to payments that overall results in the consideration for the lease
contract being substantially the same or less than the original consideration for the lease immediately before
the concession was provided.

* The rent concession is for relief for payments that wete originally due on or before 30 June 2021. So
payments included are those required to be reduced on ot before 30 June 2021, but subsequent rental increases
of amounts deferred can go beyond 30 June 2021.

* There are no other substantive changes to the other terms and conditions of the lease

The application of the amendments did not have a significant impact on the Group’s consolidated financial
statemments

4.2 IASB Standards issued but not yet effective

At the date of authorisation of this consolidated financial statements, certain new standards, amendments and
interpretations to existing standards have been published by the TASB but are not yet effective, and have not
been adopted eatly by the Group.

Management anticipates that all of the relevant pronouncements will be adopted in the Group’s accounting
policies for the first period beginning after the effective date of the pronouncements. Information on new
standards, amendments and interpretations that are expected to be relevant to the Group’s consolidated
financial statements is provided below. Certain other new standards and interpretations have been issued but
are not expected to have a material impact on the Group’s consolidated financial information.

These requirements apply regardless of the legal form of the transaction, e.g. whether the sale or contribution
of assets occurs by an investor transferring shares in a subsidiary that holds the assets (resulting in loss of
control of the subsidiary), or by the ditect sale of the assets themselves.

IASB has postponed the effective date indefinitely untl other projects are completed. However, eatly
implementation is allowed. Management anticipates that the application of these amendments may have an
impact on the Group’s consolidated financial statements in future should such transactions atise.

IAS 16 Amendments - Proceeds before intended use

The amendment prohibits an entity from deducting from the cost of property, plant and equipment amounts
received from selling items produced while the entity is preparing the asset for its intended use. Instead, an
entity will recognise such sales proceeds and related cost in profit ot loss.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendmentin the future will have a significant impact
on the Group’s consolidated financial statements.

Annual Improvements 2018-2020 Cycle

Amendment to IAS 1 simplifies the application of IFRS 1 by a subsidiary that becomes a first-time adopter
after its parent in relation to the measurement of cumulative translation differences. Subsidiary that is a first-
time adopter later than its parent might have been required to keep two parallel sets of accounting records for
cumulative translation differences based on different dates of transition to IFRSs. However, the amendment
extends the exemption to cumulative translation differences to reduce costs for first-time adopters.

Amendment to IFRS 9 relates to the 10 per cent’ Test for Derecognition of Financial Liabilities — In
determining whether to derecognise a financial liability that has been modified or exchanged, an entity assesses
whether the terms are substantially different. The amendment clatifies the fees that an entity includes when
assessing whether the terms of a new or modified financial liability are substantially different from the terms of
the original financial liability.

Taxation in fair value measurements — Before this amendment, when an entity used a discounted cash flow
technique to determine the fair value applying TAS 41, TAS 41.22 requited the eatity to exclude taxation cash
flows from the calculation. The amendment to IAS 41 removed from this requirement to exclude taxation cash
flows when measuring fair value. This amendment aligned the requirements in IAS 41 on fair value
measurement with those in other IFRS Standards.

IAS 1 Amendments - Classification of current or non-current

The amendments to IAS 11 clarify the classification of a liability as either current or non-current is based on
the entity’s rights at the end of the reporting period. Stating management expectations around whether they
will defer settlement or not does not impact the classification of the liability. It has added guidance about
lending conditions and how these can impact classification and has included requirements for liabilities that can
be settled using an entity’s own instruments.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendments in the future will have a significant
impact on the Group’s consolidated financial statements.

5 Summary of significant accounting policies
The significant accounting policies and measurements bases adopted in the preparation of the consolidated
financial statements are summarised below;

5.1 Basis of consolidation

The consolidated financial statements comprise financial statements of the Parent Company and its subsidiary.
Subsidiary includes entity (including structured entities) over which the Group has control. The Group controls
an entity when the Group is exposed to, or has rights to, variable returns from its involvement with the entity
and has the ability to affect those retugns through its power over the entity. The subsidiary has a reporting date
of 31 December. The details of the subsidiaty are set out in Note 7 to the consolidated financial statements.

All transactions and balances between group companies are eliminated on consolidation, including unrealised
gains and losses on transactions between group companies. Where unrealised losses on intra-group asset sales
are reversed on consolidation, the underlying asset is also tested for impairment from a group perspective.

Amounts reported in the financial statements of subsidiaries have been adjusted where necessary to ensute
consistency with the accounting policies adopted by the Group.

Consolidation of a subsidiary begins when the Group obtains control over the subsidiary and ceases when the
Group loses control of the subsidiary. Profit or loss and other comprehensive income of subsidiaries acquired
or disposed of during the year are recognised from the date the Group gains control, or until the date the Group
ceases to control the subsidiary as applicable.

Non-controlling interests, presented as part of equity, represent the portion of a subsidiaty’s profit or loss and
net assets that is not held by the Group. The Group attributes total comprehensive income or loss of
subsidiaries between the owners of the parent and the non-controlling interests based on their respective
ownership interests. Losses of subsidiary are attributed to the non-controlling interests even if that results in a
deficit balance.

A change in the ownership interest of a subsidiary, without a loss of control, is accounted for as an equity
transaction. If the Group loses control over a subsidiary, it:

® Derecognizes the assets (including goodwill) and liabilities of the subsidiary;

®  Derecognizes the carrying amount of any non-controlling interests;

e Derecognizes the cumulative translation differences, recorded in consolidated statement of changes

in equity;

®  Recognizes the fair value of the consideration received;

® Recognizes the fair value of any investment retained;

®*  Recognizes any surplus or deficit in consolidated statement of profit or loss;

® Reclassifies the parent’s share of components previously recognized in consolidated statement of
profit or loss and other comprehensive income to consolidated statement of profit or loss or retained
earnings, as appropriate, as would be required if the Group has directly disposed of the related assets
or liabilities.

5.2 Business combinations

The Group applies the acquisition method in accounting for business combinations. The consideration
transferred by the Group to obtain control of a subsidiary is calculated as the sum of the acquisition-date fair
values of assets transferred, liabilities incurred and the equity interests issued by the Group, which includes the
fair value of any asset or liability arising from a contingent consideration arrangement. Acquisition costs are
expensed as incurred. For each business combination, the acquirer measures the non-controlling interests in
the acquiree either at fair value or at the proportionate share of the acquiree’s identifiable net assets.

If the business combination is achieved in stages, the acquisition date fair value of the acquirer’s previously held
equity interest in the acquiree is remeasured to fair value at the acquisition date through consolidated statement
of profit or loss.

The Group recognises identifiable assets acquired and liabilities assumed in a business combination regardless
of whether they have been previously recognised in the acquiree’s financial statements prior to the acquisition.
Assets acquired and liabilities assumed are generally measured at their acquisition-date fair values.

When the Group acquires a business, it assesses the financial assets and liabilities assumed for appropriate
classification and designation in accordance with the contractual terms, economic citrcumstances and pertinent
conditions as at the acquisition date.

Goodwill is stated after separate recognition of identifiable intangible assets. It is calculated as the excess of the
sum of a) fair value of consideration transferred, b) the recognised amount of any non-controlling interest in
the acquiree and c) acquisition-date fair value of any existing equity interest in the acquiree, over the acquisition-
date fair values of identifiable net assets. If the fair values of identifiable net assets exceed the sum calculated
above, the excess amount (i.e. gain on a bargain purchase) is recognised in the consolidated statement of profit

or loss immediately.

5,3 Goodwill

Goodwill represents the future economic benefits arising from a business combination that are not individually
identified and separately recognised.

5.4 Revenue (continued)

Revenue 1s measured based on the consideration to which the Group expects to be entitled in a contract with
a customer and excludes amounts collected on behalf of third parties. The Group recognises revenue when it
transfers control of a product or service to a customer.

1 Identifying the contract with a customer

2 Identifying the performance obligations

3 Determining the transaction price

4 Allocating the transaction price to the performance obligations

5 Recognising revenue when/as performance obligation(s) ate satisfied.

The Group often enters into transactions involving a range of the Group’s products and setvices.

In all cases, the total transaction price for a contract is allocated amongst the vatious performance obligations
based on their relative stand-alone selling prices.

Revenue is recognised either at a point in time or over time, when (or as) the Group satisfies petformance
obligations by transferring the promised goods or setvices to its customers.

5.4.1 Dividend income
Dividend income is recognised when the Group’s right to receive payment is established.

5.4.2 Income from murabaha and wakala investments
Income from murabaha and wakala investments is recognised on a time proportion basis so as to yield a
constant periodic rate of return based on the balance outstanding,

5.6 Property and equipment

Property and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and any impairment in value. The
Group depreciates its equipment using the straight-line method at rates sufficient to write off the assets over
their estimated useful economic lives. The residual value, useful lives and methods of depreciation ate reviewed,
and adjusted if appropriate at each financial year end.

5.7 Investment properties
Investment properties are properties held to earn rentals and/or for capital appreciation and ate accounted for

using the fair value model.

Investment properties are initially measured at cost, including transaction costs. Subsequently, investment
properties are re-measured at fair value on an individual basis based on valuations by independent real estate
valuators and are included in the consolidated statement of financial position. Changes in fair value are taken
to the consolidated statement of profit or loss.

Investment properties are de-recognised when either they have been disposed or when the investment propetty
is permanently withdrawn from use and no future economic benefit is expected from its disposal. Any gains or
losses on the retirement or disposal of an investment property are recognised in the consolidated statement of
profit or loss in the year of retirement or disposal.

For financial assets, the expected credit loss is estimated as the difference between all contractual cash flows
that are due to the Group in accordance with the contract and all the cash flows that the Group expects to
receive. The amount of expected credit losses is updated at each reporting date to reflect changes in credit risk
since initial recognition of the respective financial asset.

The measurement of expected credit losses is a function of the probability of default, loss given default (i.e. the
magnitude of the loss if there is a default) and the exposute at default.

Lifetime ECL represents the expected credit losses that will result from all possible default events over the
expected life of a financial instrument. In contrast, 12-month ECL represents the portion of lifetime ECL that
is expected to result from default events on a financial instrument that are possible within 12 months after the
reporting date.

The Group recognises an impairment gain or loss in the statement of consolidated profit or loss and other
comprehensive income for all financial assets with a corresponding adjustment to their carrying amount
through a loss allowance account.

If the Group has measured the loss allowance for a financial instrument at an amount equal to lifetime ECL in
the previous reporting period, but determines at the current reporting date that the conditions for lifetime ECL
are no longer met, the Group measutes the loss allowance at an amount equal to 12-month ECL at the current
reporting date, except for assets for which simplified approach was used.

For financial instruments not traded in an active market, the fair value is determined using approptiate valuation
techniques. Such techniques may include using recent arm’s length market transactions; reference to the current
fair value of another instrument that is substantially the same; a discounted cash flow analysis or other valuation
models.

An analysis of fair values of financial instruments and further details as to how they are measured are provided
in note 17.

5.9 Equity, teserves and dividend payments
Share capital represents the nominal value of shares that have been issued and paid up.

Statutory and voluntary reserves comprise appropriations of cutrent and prior period profits in accordance with
the requirements of the Companies’ Law and the Group’s Articles of Association.

Other components of equity include the following:

* Foreign currency translation reserve — comprises of foreign currency translation differences arising from
the translation of financial statement of the group foreign subsidiary into ICuwait Dinar (IKD)

*  Cumulative changes in fair value reserve — comprises of gains and losses relating to fair value through other
comprehensive income financial assets

Retained earnings includes all current and prior period retained profits. All transactions with owners are
recorded separately within equity.

Dividend distributions payable to equity sharcholders are included in other liabilities when the dividends have
been approved in a General Assembly Meeting.

510  Provisions, contingent assets and contingent liabilities

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of a past
event, it is probable that an outflow of economic resources will be required from the Group and amounts can
be estimated reliably. Timing or amount of the outflow may still be uncertain.

Provisions are measured at the estimated expenditure required to settle the present obligation, based on the
most reliable evidence available at the reporting date, including the risks and uncertainties associated with the
present obligation. Where there are a number of similar obligations, the likelihood that an outflow will be
required in settlement is determined by considering the class of obligations as a whole. Provisions are
discounted to their present values, where the time value of money is matetial.

Contingent assets are not recognised in the consolidated financial statements, but are disclosed when an inflow
of econommic benefits is probable.
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5.11  Foreign currency translation

5.11.1 Functional and presentation currency
The consolidated financial statements are presented in cutrency Kuwait Dinar (KD), which is also the
functional currency of the Group.

5.11.2 Foreign currency transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency, using the exchange rates prevailing at
the dates of the transactions (spot exchange rate). Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the
settlement of such transactions and from the remeasutement of monetary items denominated in foreign
currency at year-end exchange rates are recognised in profit or loss. Non-monetary items are not retranslated
at year-end and are measured at historical cost (translated using the exchange rates at the transaction date),
except for non-monetary items measured at fair value which are translated using the exchange rates at the date
when fair value was determined.

5.11.3 Foreign operations

In the Group’s financial statements, all assets, liabilities and transactions of Group entities with 2 functional
currency other than the KD are translated into KD upon consolidation. The functional currency of the entities
in the Group has remained unchanged during the reporting period.

On consolidation, assets and liabilities are translated into KD at the closing rate at the reporting date. Goodwill
and fair value adjustments arising on the acquisition of a foreign entity ate treated as assets and liabilities of the
foreign entity and translated into IKD at the closing rate. Income and expenses have been translated into KD
at the average rate over the reporting petiod. Exchange differences are charged/credited to consolidated
statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income and recognised in the foreign currency translation
reserve in equity.

On disposal of a foreign operation, the related cumulative translation differences recognised in consolidated
statement of changes in equity are reclassified to consolidated statement of profit or loss and ate recognised as
part of the gain or loss on disposal

The Group provides end of service benefits to its employees. The entitlement to these benefits is based upon the
employees’ final salary and length of service, subject to the completion of a minimum service petiod in accordance
with relevant labour law and the employees’ contracts. The expected costs of these benefits are accrued over the
period of employment. This liability, which is unfunded, represents the amount payable to each employee as a
result of termination on the reporting date.

6 Significant management judgements and estimation uncertainty

The preparation of the Group’s consolidated financial statements requires management to make judgments,
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amount of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities and the
disclosure of contingent liabilities, at the end of the reporting period. However uncertainty about these
assumptions and estimates could result in outcomes that require a material adjustment to the carrying amount
of the asset or liability affected in future periods.

0.1 Significant management judgments

In the process of applying the Group’s accounting policies, management has made the following significant
judgments and estimations, which have the most significant effect on the amounts recognised in the
consolidated financial statements.

6.1.1  Business model assessment

The Group classifies financial assets after performing the business model test. This test includes judgement
reflecting all relevant evidence including how the performance of the assets is evaluated and their petformance
measured and the risks that affect the performance of the assets. Monitoring is part of the Group’s continuous
assessment of whether the business model for which the remaining financial assets are held continues to be
appropriate and if it is not appropriate whether there has been a change in business model and so a prospective
change to the classification of those assets.

6.2.  Estimation uncertainty

Information about estimates and assumptions that have the most significant effect on recognition and
measurement of assets, liabilities, income and expenses is provided below. Actual results may be substantially
different.

6.2.1 Impairment of financial assets

Measurement of estimated credit losses involves estimates of loss given default and probability of default. Loss
given default is an estimate of the loss arising in case of default by customer. Probability of default is an estimate
of the likelihood of default in the future. The calculation of which includes historical data, assumptions and
expectations of future conditions. The Group based these estimates using reasonable and suppottable forward
looking information, which is based on assumptions for the future movement of different economic drivers
and how these drivers will affect each other.

6.2.2 Revaluation of investment properties

The Group carries its investment properties at fair value, with changes in fair value being recognised in the
consolidated statement of profit or loss. The Group engaged independent valuation specialists to determine
fair values and the valuators have used valuation techniques to arrive at these fair values. These estimated fair
values of investment properties may vary from the actual prices that would be achieved in an arm’s length
transaction at the reporting date.

13 Statutory and voluntary reserves

In accordance with the Companies Law and the Group’s Articles of Association, 10% of the profit before
KFAS, Zakat and director remuneration is to be transferred to statutory reserve. No transfer is required in a
year in which losses are made. The shareholders of the Group may tesolve to discontinue such annual transfer
when the reserve totals 50% of the paid-up share capital and dividend. During the previous year the board of
directors proposed to transfer an amount KID133,307 to the statutory reserves.

Distribution of the statutory reserve is limited to the amount required to enable the payment of a dividend of
5% of paid-up share capital to be made in years when retained earnings are not sufficient for the disttibution
of a dividend of that amount.

Measurement at fair value
The methods and valuation techniques used for the purpose of measuring fair value are as follows:

a) Quoted shares (level 1)
Quoted shares represent all listed securities which are publicly traded in stock exchanges. Fair values have been
determined by reference to their quoted bid price at the reporting date.

b) Local funds (level 2)
The undetlying investments of local funds primarily comprises of foteign and local quoted securities. The fair
values of the funds have been valued based on net asset value reported by the fund manager.

¢) Foreign funds (level 2)

The undetrlying investments of foreign funds primarily comprise of foreign quoted and unquoted secutities.
Information for these investments is limited to periodic financial reports provided by the investment managers.
These investments are carried at net asset values reported by the investment managers. Due to the nature of
these investments, the net asset values reported by the investment managers represent the best estimate of fair
values available for these investments.
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18 Risk management objectives and policies

The Group’s principal financial liabilities comprise accrued expenses and other liabilities. The Group has
various financial assets such as accrued income and othet receivable, cash and cash equivalents, due from related
parties, and investment securities which arise directly from operations.

The Group’s activities expose it to variety of financial risks: market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk.
The Group’s board of directors sets out policies for reducing each of the risks discussed below.
The Group does not use detivative financial insttuments.

The most significant financial risks to which the Group is exposed to are described below.

18.1 Market risk

a) Foreign currency risk

Foreign cutrency risk is the risk that the value of monetary financial instruments will fluctuate due to changes
in foreign exchange rates. As at the reporting date the Group does not have any significant exposure to foreign
cutrency denominated monetary assets or monetary liabilities and therefore, the Group is not exposed to any
significant foreign cusrency risks.

b) Profit rate risk

Profit rate risk arises from the possibility that changes in profit rates will affect future profitability or the fair
values of financial instruments. The Group’s wakala investments were not exposed to profit rate risk as they
earn profit at fixed rates until maturity.

c) Price risk

This is a risk that the value of financial instruments will fluctuate as a result of changes in market prices, whether
these changes are caused by factors specific to individual instrument or its issuer or factors affecting all
instruments, traded in the market. The Group is exposed to equity price risk with respect to its listed equity
investment which are primarily located in Kuwait, classified as investment at fair value through profit or loss.

The equity price risk sensitivity is determined on the exposure to equity price tisks at the reporting date. If
equity prices had been 10% higher/lower, the effect on the (loss)/profit for the year ended 31 December 2020
would have been as follows:

18.2 Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that one party to a financial instrument will fail to discharge an obligation and cause the other
party to incur a financial loss. The Group credit policy and exposure to credit risk is monitored on an ongoing
basis.

To limit this
risk, management of the Group has arranged diversified funding sources, manages assets with liquidity in mind,

and monitors liquidity on a regular basis.

19 Capital risk management

The Group’s capital management objectives ate to ensure that it will be able to continue as a going concern

and to provide adequate return to its shareholders through optimisation of the capital structure.

The capital of the Group consists of total equity. The Group manages the capital structure and makes
adjustments in the light of changes in economic conditions and risk characteristics of the undetlying assets. In
order to maintain or adjust the capital structure, the Group may adjust the amount of dividends paid to
shareholders, buy back shares, issue new shares or sell assets to reduce debt. The management monitors the

Group’s retutn on capital.
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20 Effect of COVID-19

The outbreak of Coronavirus (“COVID19”) pandemic and related global responses have caused material
distuptions to businesses around the world, leading to an economic slowdown. Global and local equity markets
have experienced significant volatility and weakness. While governments and central banks have reacted with
various financial packages and reliefs designed to stabilise economic conditions, the duration and extent of the
impact of the COVID19 outbreak, as well as the effectiveness of government and central bank responses,
remains unclear at this time.

Management has updated its assumptions with respect to judgements and estimates on various account balances
which may be potentially impacted due to continued uncertainties in the volatile economic environment in
which the Group conducts its operations. The assessment did not result into any significant impact on the
consolidated financial statements.

Management is aware that a continued and persistent disruption could negatively impact the financial position,
performance and cash flows of the Group in the future. Management continues to closely monitor the market
trends, its supply-chain, industry reports and cash flows to minimise any negative impact on the Group.
